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GUIDELINES FOR PREPARATION OF THESIS

1. GENERAL INFORMATION

This manual is the broad guidelines for the structure of Ph.D./M.Tech./M.Pharm/M.Sc.
thesis submitted by the candidates for maintaining the common and standard format across
the University. These guidelines are known as specific requirements for the
thesis/dissertation/project report preparation which includes its structure, contents,
formatting, color etc. for the partial fulfillment of the award of respective degree by the
university. It is imperative that all types of thesis/dissertation submitted to the university
must be following a common format according to their streams. The candidates are advised
to have gone through the up-to-date ordinances and other relevant announcements brought
out from time to time by the University. Further, for style, structure and presentation of a
very special type of work specific to a particular field, the scholar’s need permission from
his/her supervisor and concerned Departmental Research Committee (D.R.C.). It is also
required that the same common format shall be followed by the candidate in the preparation
of the final hard copies as well as soft copies (CD version) which is being submitted to the
university for examination/record/library/evaluation and other purposes.

Students of all graduate and postgraduate streams of Veer Bahadur Singh Purvanchal
University, Jaunpur are advised that for preparation of their dissertation they must follow

the same guideline as specified for Ph.D. thesis in the same faculty.

2. SPECIFICATIONS FOR THESIS FORMAT

2.1 Preparation of Thesis manuscript

2.1.1 The thesis needs to be prepared using a standard text processing software (MS-office,
Latex etc.) and must be printed in black text (color for images, colored figures, graphs etc.,
if necessary) using a laser printer or letter quality printer in standard font (Times New

Roman for English and Kurti Dev 10, Mangle, Unicode MS font for Hindi.

2.1.2 The thesis must be printed one side or both side of the good quality white paper/bond
paper of 80 to 90 gsm. All copies of thesis pages must be clear, sharp and even with uniform

size and uniformly spaced characters, lines and margins on every pages.

2.1.3 Thesis must be free from any type typographical errors.



2.2 Page Dimensions, Size and Margins

2.2.1 The recommended page dimensions of the final copies of the thesis
should be standard A4 size (297 mm x 210 mm).
2.2.2 The thesis should have followed the following margins for both textual (text) and

non-textual (e.g., figures, tables) pages as indicated in the Table 1given below:

Table 1

For single side printing

Topedge 25 mm
Bottomedge 25 mm
Rightside margin 25 mm
Leftside margin 35 mm
For both side printing

Topedge 25 mm
Bottomedge 25 mm
Extrnal 31 mm
Internal 31 mm

It is also emphasized that Tables and Figures should be printed on good quality paper

preferably not lower than 80 gsm. Color may be used for the figures if required.

2.2.3 Tables and figures should conform to the same margin specifications as indicated
above for the text. Large size figures should be reduced to the appropriate size before
insertion in the thesis so that it comes within the specified page margin.

2.2.4 A sub-heading of the thesis appears at the bottom of the page should have contain at
least two full lines of text/content below it. If the sub-head is too short then it should begin
on the next page.

2.2.4 Content of the thesis for example text, figure, image, table etc. should not be extended
beyond the bottom margin of the page except for completing a footnote, last line of the
chapter/subheading or figure/table caption.

2.2.5 Students may submit printed thesis copies in the standard A4 size (as given in 2.2.1).
The soft copy of the thesis in format (.PDF) should also submit to the university for the

evaluation and storage purposes like library, examination, record,archival etc.

2.3 Page numbering

2.3.1 Started with beginning (i.e. first page of the text in thesis indicated as chapter 1), all
pages of the thesis should be numbered consecutively and consistently in Arabic (1,2,3

....etc.) numerical through the Appendices.

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2.3.2 All page numbers should be placed at the bottom of the pages & at center with 12 mm

margin from the bottom edge.

2.3.3 Page numbers prior to Chapter 1 has to be given in lower case Roman numerals (i, ii,

iii, iv....). The title page is considered to be page (i) but the number is not printed.

2.4 Line Spacing
In general text of the manuscript should be in 1.5 spacing. Long tables, quotations,
footnotes, multi-line captions and bibliographic entries (references) should be in single

spacing (6 lines per inch), with text size in 12 points.

2.5 Chapters, Sections, Sub-sections, and Paragraphs
2.5.1 The format for typing chapter headings, section headings and sub-section headings
are explained through the following illustrative examples.
Chapter heading : CHAPTER 1
1. INTRODUCTION

Section heading : 1.1 Environmental system
Sub-section heading : 1.1.1 Types of environmental system
Sub sub-section heading : 1.1.1.1 Water pollution

2.5.2 The word CHAPTER (no.) without punctuation should be centered 50 mm down from
the top of the page. Two spaces below, the title of the chapter should be typed centrally in
upper case (capital letters) TITLE OF THE CHAPTER (i.e. CHAPTER 1). The text should
commence 4 spaces below this title, the first letter of the text starting 10 mm, inside from
the left-hand margin. Chapter heading, section, sub section, sub sub-section headings should

be uniform throughout the thesis manuscript of all the chapters.

2.5.3 The section or sub-section headings preceded by their numberings should be left-
justified. The typed material directly below section or sub-section headings should
commence one space below it and should be offset 10 mm from the left-hand margin. The

text can be divided over paragraphs within a section or sub-section.



2.5.4 Each paragraph should commerce one space below the last line of the preceding
paragraph, the first letter in the paragraph being indented from the left-hand margin by 10
mm. The last paragraph of any heading should follow two spaces before the next section

heading.

2.6 Numbering of Chapters, Sections and Sub-sections

The numbering of chapters, sections and sub-sections should be done using Arabic numerals
only and further decimal notation should be used for numbering the sections and sub-
sections within a chapter. For examples sub-section 4 under section 3 of chapter 2 should be
numbered as 2.3.4. The heading for a section or a sub-section should immediately follow in

the same line after the number with line spacing of 1.15 in between.

2.7 Tables, Figures and Equations

2.7.1 All tables (tabulated data) and figures (charts, graphs, maps, images, diagrams, etc.)
should be prepared, wherever possible, on the same paper used to type the text and conform
to the specifications outlined earlier. They should be inserted as close to the textual
reference as possible. Table caption should be given just above the table for instance:
(Table 1.: Colors of thesis.). The alignment of table captions should be left. Figure caption
should be given just below the figure for instance: (Fig. 1.: Margin of the page set up.).

Table captions and figure caption should be same throughout the thesis manuscript.

2.7.2 Tables, figures and equations should be numbered chapter-wise using Arabic
numerals. They are referred to in the body of the text capitalizing the first letter of the word
and number, as for instance, Table 5.3, Figure 3.11, Equation (4.16), etc. All the equations

should be centrally aligned and equation number are right aligned.

2.7.3 If tables and figures are of only half a page or less, they may appear on the same page
as text but separated above and below by triple line spacing. Font size for text should be the

same as for the general text.

2.7.4 Good quality line drawings/figures must be drawn using standard software that

provides vector rather than bit-map graphics. Figures must be scalable.

2.7.5 Images, Photographs, etc. must be printed or scanned in resolution exceeding 200 dpi

with 256 grayscales for the monochrome images and 24 bit per pixel for the color images.



2.8 Size of Thesis

The size of thesis generally not exceeds more than 300 Pages of typed matter started from

the first page of chapter 1 to the last page of the Appendix.

2.9 Multi volume thesis

If required, the thesis may be printed into two or more volumes. The volume separation
should come at the end(s) of major division(s).The preliminary pages prior to chapter 1 are
contained only in Volume I, except the title page. All other volumes (Volume II or III) of

the thesis must contain title page along with the text of the thesis.

2.10 Binding of thesis

The student should initially submit the copies of the thesis in fully bound form (soft cover)
for Ph.D. for the purpose of examination and evaluation. Once the thesis is accepted, it is
the student’s responsibility to get it properly hard bound and also soft copy of thesis on CD
before depositing the required number of copies to the department concerned with color
specification as shown in Table 2.

The front cover of the bound copy should be the same as the title page of the thesis. The
front cover should have printing on the side to include the author’s name, abbreviated thesis

title (optional), degree, department, year and the month.

3.1.1.1 Cover Page & Title page

The format and colour of the outer cover page of the Ph.D. thesis for different streams

title page of thesis should contain the same information as given in outer cover page. The
inner title page should be printed on good quality of white glassy or colored paper more than

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3.1.1.3 Preface

It is brief introduction written by the author about the thesis to share the basic idea of the
research problem, the methodology used, a summary of the findings and possible
applications. Initially two to three paragraph should describe about the background of thesis
work. After that one paragraph should be for each chapter of thesis describing what do the

chapters deal. Preface should not be more than 5-6 pages.

3.1.1.4 Acknowledgements

Acknowledgements shall be brief and should not be exceed more than two pages when
typed in single spacing Times New Roman with font size 12 within the specified margin of
the page. It should begin with title ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS Times New Roman with font
size 14 bold as heading placed in centre. The signature of the candidate shall be made at the

bottom right end above his/her name typed in title case.

3.1.1.5 Table of Contents

The table of contents should list all the contents following this section. The preceding
section like the Title Page, Certificate and Acknowledgements will not find a place
amongst the items listed in the Table of Contents, but the page numbers in lower
case Roman letters shall be accounted for them. The title TABLE OF CONTENTS in
Times New Roman with size 14 bold as heading be placed in centre. One and a half

spacing should be adopted for typing the contents as shown in a manner given below

3.1.1.6 List of Tables
The list of tables should use exactly the same numbers and captions as they appear above
the tables in the text. See sections 2.7 for the style of titling, numbering and placing of

tables. Single spacing in Time New Roman with size 12 should be used.

3.1.1.7 List of Figures

The list of figures should use exactly the same numbers and captions as they appear below
the figures in the text. See section 2.7 for the style of titling, numbering and placing of

figures. Single spacing in Time New Roman with size 12 should be used.

3.1.1.8 List of Symbols, Abbreviations and Nomenclature
Single spacing in Time New Roman with size 12 should be used typing the matter under
this head. As far as possible, standard and popularly used symbols, abbreviations etc. should

be adopted.

3.2 Text of the thesis

The main text of the thesis Chapters may be broadly divided into following parts:

a. Introduction

b. Literature survey and identification of problem and issues or Experimental/theoretical

methodology



c. Chapters covering the work of the candidate

d. Conclusion/Summary of the thesis

Each part of the thesis may be suitably divided into several chapters, and a chapter may be
further divided into several sections and sub-sections. Each chapter should be given an
appropriate title. Tables and figures in a chapter should be typed in title mode in single space
in Time New Roman with font size 12. The titles of tables should be placed
directlyabovethetablewhereasthetitlesoffiguresshouldbeplaceddirectly underneath the figure
in the very same page which refers to the contents they annotate. Footnotes should be used
sparingly. They should be typed single space and placed directly underneath in the very

same page which refers to the material they annotate.

3.3 References and bibliography

Any work of other researchers used either directly or indirectly used in the research must be
indicated at appropriate places in the thesis. It could be a journal paper, a paper in
conference proceedings, a monograph, a personal communication, or a book; in physical or
electronic form. The list of the references should appear as a consolidated list with
references listed either alphabetically or sequentially as they appear in the text of the thesis
under the subheading “References”. If appropriate works have been consulted but not
specifically cited, they should be listed under the subheading “Bibliography” at the last of
the all the chapters of the thesis. Spacing and font size should be consistent inside a single

reference, and there should be one and half spacing between two different references.

3.3.1 Reference formats

The standard formats should be followed for journal articles, conference proceedings, Book,
Book chapters and thesis are given below:

Referencing an article in a scientific journal
The suggested format should contain authors, title of the paper, name of journal, volume
number, page numbers and year.

Referencing an article published in proceedings of a conference

The suggested format should contain authors, title of the paper, name of proceedings,
publisher's details, page numbers and year.

Referencing an article published in a book
The suggested format should contain authors, the title of the book, editors, publishers if any,

year, page number of the article in the book being referred to.



Referencing a thesis
The suggested format should contain author, the title of thesis, where thesis was submitted

or awarded, year.

Moreover, several aspects of thesis preparation, particularly style of
writing and presentation, have not been discussed in here great detail. The student should
follow the appropriate ideas from standard literature of his/her area of research, and adopt a
uniform style and format throughout the thesis, such as in the structural
divisions/subdivisions of the thesis, in the mode of citing references and footnotes in the

text, in using dimensions, units and notations, and in preparing tables and figures, etc.
